NOTTINGHAMSHIRE OUTLAWS’
batting star Usman Afzaal has paid
tribute to coach Clive Rice after
being named Norwich Union
League Player of the Month for May.

The Rawalpindi-born left-hander,
who has been a vital figure in the Out-
laws’ excellent start to the season,
cites the influence of his South African
mentor as the key to his fine form.

He said: “Clive Rice has been
the reason for my success. Clive
has been fantastic for me because
he’s always looked at making sure
I’m always doing the right things
and getting the basics right. 

“If I can do the basics a bit better
than the other players I will suc-
ceed that little bit more.”

Afzaal’s prolific run-gathering in
May took him to the top of the run-
scorers’ charts and earned him the
Norwich Union League’s first Play-
er of the Month Award this season. 

“I’m really pleased to get this

award,” Afzaal said. “I’ve been in
good nick with the bat, hitting the
ball well and making good shapes. 

“I’m just basically concentrating
on my cricket and doing well for
Nottinghamshire - which is at the
forefront of my mind. 

“I’m batting according to the situ-
ation, looking at what the wicket’s
doing and looking to score at a run
a ball.

“I’m doing that quite well and
apparently my strike-rate is one of
the best in the country so I’m happy
with that at the moment.” Nowhere
was that excellent strike-rate more
evident than at Trent Bridge on May
20 when Afzaal struck an unbeaten
94 from 105 balls to almost single-
handedly steer his side to a four-
wicket win over Warwickshire
Bears. 

“I just feel I’m well in touch with
my game,” explained Afzaal.

“If you know me I’m a very confi-

dent person. I’ve never been tied to
any particular form of cricket. 

“I get up and go to work, totally
100% backing myself. In one-day
cricket my mindframe is totally the
same as in the four-day game and I
look to score runs. That’s the way
my mindframe works. I don’t have to
change it.” One-day cricket does
not seem to faze Afzaal, even
though he is yet to record his maid-
en one-day ton after finishing six
runs short against the Bears. 

“I’m still looking for my first one-day
hundred,” he admitted. “But I’m quite
happy as long as the team’s winning
and my contribution is recognised,
and I don’t see why I can’t get that
century this year.”

Despite his obvious talent, Afzaal
reckons hard work has been the
secret to his success with the Out-
laws this year and is hoping his toil
will be rewarded with an England
call-up. 

“I started out as a left-arm spin-
ner and used to bat around six or
seven,” he recalled.

“But I could always hold a bat
and play well but I worked damn
hard day and night - I still do - and
never said never. 

“I think I’ll probably faint if I get an
England call-up because it means
so much to me and I’ve worked
damn hard for it.

“I want to play Test cricket but I
don’t want to be one of those play-
ers who gets one or two games. I
want to be a regular player. 

“In terms of selection for England,
I can’t control that - it’s out of my
hands. What I can control is my own
performance and doing well for the
Outlaws, which I am at present.” 

The inclusion of Paul Colling-
wood in the England squad for the

NatWest Series after the Durham
Dynamos man’s fine showings in
the Norwich Union League has
given Afzaal added hope that he
will get the call from David
Graveney. 

“I think the Norwich Union
League is a great one-day competi-
tion to be playing in,” he said. 

“The crowd absolutely love it. I’m
100% positive they enjoy them-
selves watching it with the atmos-
phere around the ground and the
coloured clothes. 

“I think the Nottinghamshire
crowd absolutely love it, and the
players love it too. I enjoy playing
cricket in every competition but the
Norwich Union League is again the
competition to get involved in.”

Team 2's revised target is obtained by
scaling down team 1's score by this ratio.

Work this out as a percentage of 225 (the average

tionals). This gives the extra runs to add to team
score to give team 2's target.

This season teams will face penalties for slow over rates. If in the opinion of the
umpire there are still overs to be bowled at the cut-off point then six runs will be
added to the batting team for every over left to be bowled. If at cut-off time there are
still four overs left to be bowled then 24 runs will be added to the batting team's score.
The batting team will then go on and finish their overs. These will appear as penalty
runs on the scorecard. If this takes the batting team over the target required then the
match will finish at that point.
