Lancashire too faced county opposition but thrashed Derbyshire
by 10 wickets at Old Trafford, with only the loss of David Byas to
injury tainting the day. 

The two sides meet at Chelmsford in arguably the pick of the
fourth-round ties, though Warwickshire's visit to Canterbury also
promises to be a thriller. 

It features a number of intriguing contests, not least the batting
of Kent's Robert Key and the all-round game of Shaun Pollock,
who has proven his world-class credentials again this season, and
is in prime form with bat and ball in the one-day game.

PREVIEW

MARK Ramprakash batted Surrey into the fourth round with a century against Scotland in
Edinburgh. 

The England star hit 101, with Nadim Shahid and Ian Ward scoring half-centuries before
rain forced a revised target. 

Ed Giddins then took two for nine as Scotland slipped to a 55-run defeat. 
Glamorgan have enjoyed an upturn in their one-day fortunes of late after starting the season
without a win in their opening five games. 



All Cheltenham & Gloucester Trophy matches have a reserve day, but if play is still
lost to the weather the Duckworth Lewis system can be used to reset targets. The
system is based on what percentage of its resources (overs and wickets) a team
have left.
With 50 overs left and 10 wickets remaining, a team has 100 per cent of its
resources left. The table shows the percentage of resources at other stages in the
innings.

The procedure for working out targets is as follows:

1) For each innings: Use the table to calculate the resource percentage lost by the
interruption and therefore calculate the resource percentage still available.

2) If team 2 have less resources available than team 1, calculate the ratio of the
resources available to both teams. Team 2’s revised target is obtained by scaling
down team 1’s score by this ratio.

3) If team 2 have more resources available than team 1, calculate the amount by
which team 2’s resources exceeds team 1’s. Work this out as a percentage of 225
(the average 50-over score in ECB matches and one-day internationals). This
gives the extra runs to add to team 1’s score to give team 2’s target.
